What is OverDrive Read?

· It’s a new way of reading ebooks in your web browser (Firefox, Internet Explorer, Chrome etc.)
· You can read on your computer (Windows, Mac, Linux), your phone (iOS v5+ or Android v2.3+) and your tablet (iOS V5+ or Android v2.3+) 
How to Get Started with OverDrive Read
1. Go to http://www.oshkoshpubliclibrary.org

2. Click on Download Books

3. Click on Wisconsin Digital Library/OverDrive

4. Click Sign In (top right corner)

5. Start typing Oshkosh Public Library, click when it appears

6. Enter your library card number and pin number (last 4 digits of your phone)

7. Browse collection to find a book.  If book icon in corner of book cover is light, book is checked out.  If icon is dark, book is available.

8. Click on book cover

9. Click Borrow

10. Click on the Read (in your browser) button
11. The book will open in your web browser.  
12. Bookmark the book in your browser for easy access later.  

How Does it Work?

· When you click Read , a new tab in your browser opens
· Click or tap the right or left edges of the book to turn the pages
· Click or tap the bookmark icon in the upper-left to save your spot in the book

· On larger screens, the menu shows up on the right.  On smaller screens, the menu will be hidden.  If this is the case, swipe down from (or click on) the top of the page to show the menu

	How  to Read Offline
You can download an Over Drive Read ebook on your device or computer so you can read it later without an Internet connection.  
· At the bottom of the Read menu, there’s a box labeled, “Your book, everywhere.”  Click or tap Download to save the book for offline reading.

· Once your select Download, the book is saved to your browser’s cache.  

· You can save the URL for a downloaded book by bookmarking it in your browser.
· To read offline, you’ll need to open your web browser and go to the URL of the ebook.  
A Few Things to Keep in Mind
· OverDrive recommends Google Chrome as one of the better browsers for OverDrive Read.
· If you using Internet Explorer with OverDrive Read, you may be prompted with the option to install the free “Chrome Frame plug-in” or use an alternative browser when opening an eBook.
